Sustainability Grants for Youth Centers

The Kosovo youth Development Project (KYDP) at the Ministry of Culture Youth and Sports (MCYS) is pleased to invite youth NGOs that serves as youth center in North Mitrovica, to apply for a sustainability grant (up to $ 30000)
1. Project background
The Ministry of Culture, Youth and Sports with the support of the World Bank, is implementing the second phase of the “Kosovo Youth Development Project’’ (KYDP) that has four components:  Sustainable Youth Centers; Youth Entrepreneurship and Business Development; Institutional Capacity for Youth Development; and Project Management, Monitoring and Evaluation.  The main goals of KYDP are to: (i) improve economic opportunities and sustainable access to youth services for Kosovo youth; and (ii) promote social cohesion though inter-ethnic collaboration among young people.
This call for proposals is part of the Sustainable Youth Centers component which aims to ensure the sustainability of quality services that are available to young people through Youth Centers. 

This grant will help Youth Centers toward their sustainability strategies that may be focused on supporting programs that generate direct income or financial support from other donors and the development of skills to identify funding opportunities, development of project proposals, income generation activities, etc.
2. Objective
The objective of the present call for application is with purpose to support a youth NGO in North Mitrovica that serves as a youth center that can ensure sustainable and quality services offered to young people and students
3. The applying organization will submit the following documentation to the PIU:
· Background of the organization;
· Statute of the organization;
· Past and current projects relevant for the assignment;
· List of major donors and partners;
· Reference letters from donors and partners;
· Project proposal in the prescribed application format;
· List of CV for staff/Volunteers that will implement the Project, according to the planned activities;
· Endorsement letters from relevant local partners that will take part in the activity;
· Contracts with local partners proving that the space rental/ownership and the recurrent costs will be covered by other sources; 
4. Eligibility Criteria
The organization shall:
· Have multiethnic approach and promote the culture of peace and dialogue and intercultural values among the participants and their communities;
· Be based upon the needs and interests of the young people and students;

· Be composed of young people, young volunteers, young staff members;
· Have good relationship with youth organizations, donors, schools, municipal authorities, etc.) for the design and the implementation of the programs (to be proved by verifiable references) 
5. The project proposal focus:
The project proposal shall be focused on overall sustainability of NGO; in particular programs that generate direct income or financial support from other sources and skills enhancement to the staff to identify funding opportunities, development of project proposals and income generation activities.

6. The selected Youth Center will be obliged to: 
· Quarterly report to the PIU on the progress of the sub-grant activities. 

· Procure goods and services in accordance with World Bank procurement procedures (training and assistance will be provided to this effect).
· Maintain records and accounts for expenditures incurred under the project and financed by the grant.
7. Duration of agreement 
The proposal should cover 12 months implementation period. Total grant amount will not exceed $30,000 as indicated in this call for application  
8. Documentation 
The documentation provided by the applicants should include verifiable information concerning the eligibility criteria
